· Ensure effective representation and involvement from the Third Sector
· Receive and consider proposals for projects aimed at developing Localism – identify opportunities for forthcoming commissioning to be informed by Third Sector
· Promote the existence, values and use of the Local Compact

· Act as an advisory Board to the Warrington Partnership-Strong & Resilient Community Board and Health and Wellbeing Board on issues of Third Sector/community cohesion. 
· Review information, trends and issues that may support or prevent the development of the third sector. 

Frequency

The Group will meet 6 monthly and as needed.
Powers

The Group will be able to:-

· Make recommendations to Warrington Borough Council Executive Board, Policy Committees, Health & Wellbeing Board and Warrington Partnership-Strong & Resilient Community Board for action

· Influence the work of the Strategic Partnership Team

· Form a dispute resolution panel for stage 2 Compact disputes

· Approve amendments to the Local Compact.

The Third Sector Policy Group will nominate a representative to report to the Warrington Partnership-Strong & Resilient Community Board and/or the Health and Wellbeing Board as appropriate.
